HOW THE SCHOOL IS ORGANISED

The school offers classes with a high staff / pupil ratio
managed by experienced and qualified teaching and classroom
support staff. The school operates twelve classes and for
organisational purposes is divided into Lower School and
Upper School Departments including the Sixth Form. Pupils
are placed in the most appropriate class for their needs.
Generally this is determined by age but full consideration
is given to a pupil’s learning ability, emotional maturity and
practical needs.

OUR RESOURCES

Our main resource and asset is our staff. The school gives
high priority to on-going staff training and development.
The school has been awarded Investor in People recognition.
The impressive facilities include a hydrotherapy pool, light
stimulation area, a networked Information Technology system,
library and Design Technology / Science Workshop. The
school has its own transport to support field trips, community
use and residentials. A dedicated therapy unit enhances the
service and provision for Physio, Occupational and Speech
therapy. A recently built Pupil Support Unit provides
additional facilities for 1:1 and small group work, particularly
for pupils with autism.

WORKING WITH PARENTS / CARERS

THE SIXTH FORM

The Sixth Form offers a two / three year course to students
aged 16 to 19.The department is divided into Lower and
Upper Sixth and the Upper Sixth base is located on the
first floor and is independent from the rest of the school.
Access includes lift facilities, a training flat comprising a fully
equipped kitchen, bedroom, bathroom and a lounge area
used by the students as a common room. Sixth Form students
participate in a range of activities including world of work,
community and residentials. The educational provision is
complimented by support from Connexions (the careers
service), Physio and Speech and Language Therapy and from
other specialist agencies.
